Kinyei Conservancy, the Porini Ol Kinyei Safari 
Cottages offer a unique “home away from 
home” experience in the heart of the Maasai 
Mara ecosystem. 

As the only IUCN Green List Protected area in 
the Mara, this conservancy provides guests with 
unparalleled wildlife encounters, including 
frequent sightings of lions, elephants, and other 
iconic species drawn to the nearby wildlife dam. 

The cottages are designed to blend seamlessly 
with the natural surroundings, ensuring both 
comfort and minimal environmental impact.

Porini Safari Cottages are located in the award-winning Ol Kinyei Conservancy, a 18,700-acre protected wilderness area in the Maasai Mara 
ecosystem. This community conservancy is one of only about 70 IUCN (International Union for the Conservation of Nature) Green List 
protected areas in the world and is exclusively reserved for Porini guests, offering an uncrowded and authentic safari experience. Ol Kinyei 
is a sanctuary for abundant wildlife including two resident lion prides, leopards, cheetahs, elephants, and more. It is also the most northern 
protected calving grounds for the Loita wildebeest migration which are found year round in the conservancy and calving occurs each year
